Wrap primar y containers snugly in a piece of
Saf-T-Rap.  Primary containers may be wrapped
together in the Saf-T-Rap or individually.  Then
place the wrapped container(s) into the STP
711/731 with enough absorbent for the volume
of liquid being used .  Remove any excess air
and seal the bag according to the instructions
on the bag .
